	Solving the Problem

	Note — represents the solutions of: 

Step 1 — First must find standard equation.

Step 2 — Then, try and factor. If not possible, use quadratic formula.



Step 3 — Determine values for a,b, and c. Substitute into the formula: 

Step 4 — The solutions of any quadratic equation can be found by using the quadratic formula (ALWAYS!).
